The play “Strawy calf” for a primary school
Objectives:
· to involve pupils into communicative activity by means of pair and group work;
· to involve pupils into communicative activity by means of dramatization;
· to develop pupils’ listening comprehension skills and speaking skills;
· to form the desire to learn foreign language.
Used materials: nursery rhymes, plastic toys, decorations.
Procedure
I. Introduction
Teacher: Dear children, our lesson is very unusual today. We all like to read fairy-tales. Today we have prepared a play based on the Ukrainian folk fairy-tale “Strawy calf”. Wish you be attention and have a great fun.
II. The main part
Characters:
· Narrator
· Granddaughter
· Grandfather
· A bear
· A fox
· A hare
· A strawy calf (may be made of straw or played by a pupil)
[bookmark: _GoBack]A stage is decorated like a forest meadow with some trees and there is a Ukrainian village house with a cage in a corner of a stage. Narrator may stand on a stage or behind the scenes.
(Granddaughter and Grandfather are coming near the house. They are looking very unhappy.)
Narrator: Once upon a time there lived an old man and his granddaughter. They were very poor and had nothing to eat. 
Granddaughter: My dear grandfather, I’m so bored. Make me a strawy calf!
Narrator: One day an old man made a strawy calf and tarred it. A little girl took it to a field.
(Grandfather is making a strawy calf and Granddaughter is going around the stage like walking)
Granddaughter: 
Walking walking. Walking walking.
Hop hop hop. Hop hop hop.
Running running running. Running running running.
Now let’s stop. Now let’s stop.
Oh, what a nice calf! Walk, walk, a strawy calf! Eat, eat, a strawy calf! (She is sitting under a tree and falling asleep)
Narrator: Some time ago a bear came there.
(A bear is coming in and singing) 
A bear: Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear,       
             Turn around,                          
             Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear,       
             Touch the ground;                  
Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear,
Show your shoe,
Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear,
That will do.
Who are you, tell me please! Let’s play!
Narrator: But a strawy calf said nothing to a bear.
A bear: You are so rude. (pushing a calf and sticking) Let me go! 
Narrator: Some time ago there a fox came.
(A fox is coming in and singing)
A fox: I am a fox,
Look at me!
Can you tell
What a pretty you see!
Hi, a bear! Who is it?
A bear: This strawy calf caught me and I stuck. Help me!
A fox: Easy, easy! I’ll help you. 
Narrator: She took a strawy calf and stuck too. Some time ago there a hare came.
(A hare is coming in and singing)
A hare: Little grey hare went hippity hop,                                                                                                     
             Hippity hop, hippity hop.                                                                                                                           
             Into the garden without any stop,                                                                                                                
             Hippity hop, hippity hop.
How are you? What do you do?
A fox, a bear: This strawy bear caught us and we stuck. Help us, please!
A hare: Good, I’ll help you.
Narrator: He took a strawy calf and stuck too. Animals pushed, jumped but a strawy calf didn’t make them free. But suddenly the girl woke up.
Granddaughter: Grandpa, grandpa, my strawy calf caught a bear, a fox and a hare.
(An old man is coming and  is surprised)
Grandfather: Oh, what a surprise! Let take them home. (He is closing animals in a cage)
Animals: Let us go, we will get you some food. 
A bear: I’ll bring you some honey.
A fox: I’ll bring you some fruits and nuts.
A hare: I’ll bring you some vegetables: carrots, cabbages.
(Grandfather opens the cage and animals are dancing and singing, taking products (real or plastic)
 Song “If you happy and you know it”
(If you happy and you know it clap your hands
If you happy and you know it clap your hands
If you happy and you know it 
And you really want to show it
If you happy and you know it clap your hands)
Narrator: So an old man made them free and animals took what they promised. At last, they were merry and happy. Animals were free and an old man and his granddaughter had food. 
Granddaughter (hug a strawy calf): Thank you, a strawy calf. Because of you, we’ll have food in winter. 
(Music. Characters come out to bow)
III. Conclusion
Teacher: Thank you dear actors and dear audience. We have a lot of fun.
